The Silo Art Trail is Australia’s largest outdoor 
gallery, linking Brim, Rosebery, Albacutya, 
Patchewollock, Lascelles, Woomelang, Sea Lake, 
Nullawil, Sheep Hills, Rupanyup, Murtoa, 
St Arnaud, Goroke, Kaniva, Horsham and Arkona.
